Joint FESIRSE/YLACES Research Project Support Application Templates
Starting in November 2014, FESIRSE is partnering with the Youth Learning As Citizen Environmental Scientists (YLACES) program (www.ylaces.org). This partnership provides opportunities for schools and teachers to leverage participation in FESIRSE with grants of up to $1000 for implementing environmental research or classroom activities as well as prizes and scholarships for outstanding student environmental research.
YLACES implementation grants associated with this partnership will support schools and teachers but not individual student projects unless those projects are done in conjunction with activities that will provide long-term benefits to a school or organization. For example, if a student research project requires a secure on-site location for setting up equipment, and if that site will remain in place for future projects, YLACES funding could be used for the construction of that site. Implementation grant funding is for direct projects costs only, and cannot be used to support institutional overhead costs. 
To apply for FESIRSE/YLACES implementation grant support, please prepare a separate one-page proposal following the guidelines at the end of this document. You may then submit this entire document to FESIRSE (brooksdr@instesre.org). Your entire proposal will be shared with YLACES and evaluated by both organizations. It is possible that either FESIRSE or YLACES, or both, will support your project.

Students who conduct a successful research project as a FESIRSE participant will be eligible for prizes provided by YLACES but awarded through FESIRSE. If you are a FESIRSE participant, we will keep you up to date on the process for applying for prizes.

Applying for a FESIRSE/YLACES Implementation Grant

If you are a FESIRSE teacher applying for an implementation grant from YLACES to support the research project or classroom activity described above, please prepare a one-page proposal (nothing smaller than 11-point type, please) containing the following information and submitted to FESIRSE Project Director David Brooks (brooksdr@instesre.org) :

• Who is making the request and who will be responsible for using YLACES funds (these may be different people)?
• What is being proposed? Include costs. All equipment, supplies, or materials should be clearly defined. If specific models or brands are desired, this should be specified and justified.

• How will the proposal contribute to youth learning as citizen environmental scientists?

• What results will be reported to YLACES, including the evaluation approach and success criteria?

In addition to this one-page proposal, include a description or the website of your organization and resumés for individuals who will be responsible for project implementation.
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
